· Nouns are also either common or proper.

· A common noun is the general name of a person, place, or thing and is not usually capitalized.
· Ex.  doctor
· A proper noun is the name of a particular person, place, or thing.  Proper nouns are capitalized.

· Ex. Dr. Johnson

· A singular noun names one person, place, thing, or idea.

· Ex. school or book

· A plural noun names more than one person, place, thing, or idea.

· Plural nouns:

· In order to change most nouns, you can add either an “s” or “es” to the ending of the word

· Some nouns might require you to change the one of the last letters before adding “s” such as changing an “f” to a “v” then adding “es”

· Ex.  singular – life

plural – lives

· Others require you to change the “y” to “i” and add “es”

3.  Verbs
A verb shows action or state of being.

· The verb tells what the subject is doing.

· The verb is the main part of the predicate.
· A verb can combine with helping verbs to make verb phrases.
· A verb indicates when the action is occurring by the tense of the verb—present, past, or future tense.

Cindy climbs the jungle gym at the playground.  (Present tense)

4.  Adjectives
An adjective modifies a noun or pronoun.

· An adjective answers “which,” “what kind,’ or “how many.”


Several dogs barked at the black cat.

The adjective “several” is modifying/describing the noun “dogs” by telling how many.   The adjective “black” is modifying the noun “cat.”
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The band teacher read the musical notes to the students.










The adjective “band” is modifying the noun “teacher” by answering 


which teacher.  The adjective “music” is modifying the noun notes by 


describing what kind of notes.



The yellow bus drove many students home from school.
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The slimy frog jumped into the clear pond.     [image: image4.wmf]
5. Adverbs

An adverb modifies a verb, an adjective, or another adverb.

· An adverb describes “when,” “where,” “how,” and “to what extent (how much).”

· Adverbs often end in –ly

· Time words – today, tomorrow, yesterday, sometimes, finally—are usually adverbs

Ex.  Adverb modifying verb

She ran quickly.

The adverb “quickly” is modifying the verb “ran.”

Ex. Adverb modifying another adverb

Bobby runs rather slowly.


The adverb “rather” modifies the adverb “slowly,” while the adverb “slowly” modifies the verb “runs.”

Ex.  Adverb modifying an adjective

The very fast cheetah ran.
The adverb “very” modifies the adjective “fast.”
